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	Award of SOC Fellowship


SOC Fellowship is a means of recognising the achievements and contributions of individuals to SOC and to Scottish ornithology. 
It may be awarded according to outstanding contributions in one or more of three categories which broadly reflect the objects of the Club’s Constutition (section 3, p4):
i. Outstanding contributions over an extended period to the scientific study of birds, including their conservation, recording and documentation.
ii. Outstanding contributions to aesthetic and artistic appreciation of birds and wildlife.
iii. Outstanding contributions to service and citizenship in advancing and promoting the Club’s interests, including training and education.
The award is made by SOC’s Council. An SOC Fellow holds the title for life.
Nomination Procedure
i. A nomination can be made by any SOC member, on the attached form, at any date.
ii. The nomination should be supported by at least two other SOC members whose names and contact details should also be on the form, and at least two of whom should supply a statement of no more than 300 words in supports of the nominee, detailing their reasons for nominations and achievements of the nominee. 
iii. The nomination should be sent to the SOC Administrator.
iv. Nominations should be made without the knowledge of the nominee.
v. A maximum of one award per category will be made in any one year.
vi. Proposals should be submitted by the stated deadline on the SOC website to enable an adjudication group to determine the awards and provide a recommendation to Council’s September meeting.
vii. Incumbent Office Bearers may not be nominated for Fellowship.
viii. If unsuccessful, nominees may be re-nominated in subsequent years.
